Personal relationships. This isn't something we usually think about when we
think of the League of Women Voters. We League members spend our time
thinking about issues and education, about upcoming elections and about
ballot propositions. Our League members are so caught up in the details of
the work that it takes to run the League that we take one important thing for
granted...personal relationships. The friendship between members that re-
sults from meeting and working together, the contact between our members
and elected officials, the contact between our members and the electorate
that we want to serve and educate...all this is taken for granted. Yet it is this
personal contact that makes membership in the League satisfying. It also
makes the League work better.

The importance of relationships within the League was apparent during inter-
views with some of the 50-year members who will be saluted at the March
25th brunch. More than one woman mentioned how they valued being with
people who shared their interests in government and policy. More than one
mentioned that they were very good friends with fellow League members.

Many members stay in the League because they enjoy the intellectual and
personal stimulation that comes with membership. Many people agree to
work on projects or agree to a job on the Board of Directors because they
want to work with and support their friends. Personal relationships are the
glue that helps to hold the League together. That glue helps members to say
yes to working on a League project, committee, or Board. That glue makes
the League a viable organization.

Relationships between League members and our elected officials are also
important. This was apparent during interviews with our local state legisla-
tors. Our League interviews Senators Cox and Ortiz and Assemblymen
Niello and Jones each year to learn of their legislative priorities and thoughts
on the coming year. All four elected officials agreed to meet in person. All of
them participated in League sponsored candidates forums and appreciate
the opportunity to reach voters through the venue offered by the League.
Contact with League members gives our elected officials human faces to
connect with. It allows legislators to recognize that the League is not an arti-
ficial group created on paper for the sole purpose of lobbying them.

There is also a relationship between voters and the League. People that at-
tend pros & cons presentations or candidates’ forums either in person or on

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It’s Not Too Late to Join
the Suffragists Club!

You still have time to join the Suffragists
Club. This Club is our League’s way of
raising money from within our member-
ship. Unlike our annual dues which are
split between all three level of League
(national, state, and local), the entire do-
nation to the Suffragists Club stays here
in Sacramento County. All donations go
to our General Fund which is used to pay
for phone and internet access charges,
postage, rent, and all the other nitty gritty
expenses that must be paid to keep an
organization running.

This year's Suffragists Club has two dif-
ferent giving levels...the Suffragist level
of $119-$149 and the Suffragette level of
$150-$200.

What's the difference between a Suffra-
gist and Suffragette (besides the
amount)? Historically, the term
“suffragette” refers to British women'’s
rights advocates who were more militant
and flashy than the American version.
The Suffragettes did such attention get-
ting things as chaining themselves to
Parliament’s gates and going on hunger
strikes if they were jailed for disturbing
the peace. Hence, the higher level of
giving is called the Suffragette level.
Show you militant support for our local
League by giving at the higher level.

The “suffragist” is the term most com-
monly given to the American version of a
women’s rights advocate. The suffra-
gists worked within the system, staged
the occasional march down city streets,
but were otherwise not flashy. The $119
beginning level represents the 19"
Amendment.

On Thursday March 9 from 6:30 to 9 PM in the Redwood room of
the Sacramento State University Union, the LWVSC will partici-
pate the forum, “How do we Engage the Voters”. The forum is
being sponsored by the Sacramento State Institute for the Study
of Politics and Media, with co-sponsors including California Com-
mon Cause, Democracy Matters, Democracy Matters- CSUS
Chapter, and the LWVSC

A distinguished panel will discuss the question: “Local television
coverage of candidates and initiatives using political advertising
and the current level of coverage is satisfactory, and requires no
change or additional programming. The stations are meeting or
exceeding Federal communications Commission (FCC) public
interest guidelines”.

The panel will be moderated by Barbara O-Connor, CSUS Com-
munications Professor and Director of the Institute for the Study
of Politics and the Media. A question and answer period will be
included.

Following the panel discussions there will smaller group

2. Survey Research Regarding Sacramento Media.

3. Innovative Media Technology Advances to Serve the Elector-
ate;

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Landmark Clean Money Bill Passed State Assembly

On January 30 the League supported California Clean Money bill, AB 583, was passed by a 47 to 31 vote in
the State Assembly. There were 47 “aye” and one “no” vote among the Demaocrats, and 31 “no” and two ab-
stentions for the Republicans. Among our local representatives Assemblymember Dave Jones was a strong
supporter and co-sponsor, while Assemblymembers Roger Niello, Tim Leslie, and Alan Nakanishi voted “no”.
If passed by the Senate, and signed by the Governor this measure would then be placed on the ballot for ap-
proval by the voters. This could be as early as November 2006, or in 2008.

AB 583, authored by Assemblymember Loni Hancock from Berkeley would establish a system of public fi-
nancing of campaigns for State offices. In return for raising a large number of small ($5) qualifying contribu-
tions, ranging from 500 for an Assembly candidate to 25,000 for a candidate for Governor, candidates will
receive public funding, ranging from $100,000 for a primary candidate for the Assembly to $10 million for a
candidate for Governor in the General Election. The bill also places strict limitations on “seed money” contri-
butions to be used by candidates and wealthy candidate’s expenditures. Participation in the Clean Money
system would be voluntary. It has been estimated that the system will annually cost approximately two cents
per day for each eligible voter in California.

The bill is based on systems in Arizona and Maine that have been working well since the 2000 election. With
clean money,candidates can spend more time meeting the voters and less time raising money. Politicians
are able to better serve the needs of the voters and not big money contributors. It has led to more qualified
and diverse candidates; increased voter turnout, and attention to voter’'s issues. Trust and confidence in gov-
ernment is enhanced. When the bill was being debated on the floor of the Assembly Speaker Fabian Nunez
stated: “I think the voters would be more supportive of the legislature if we made an effort to take money out
of politics.”

The effort to secure passage is being led by the Clean Money Campaign a non-profit advocacy organization
with offices the Los Angeles and .San Francisco areas. Supporting coalition partners include the League of

Women Voters of California, California Common Cause, California Nurses Association, Sierra Club Califor-

nia, Public Campaign, Working Assets, Move On Political Action and Demaocratic clubs throughout the state.
LWVSC who members have participated in this effort include Donna, Chipps, Kris Greenlee, Nancy Tronas,
and this writer.

AB 583 will be soon be considered by the Senate Elections Committee chaired by Debra Bowen a co-
sponsor and strong supporter. Our local Senator Deborah Ortiz is also a co-sponsor. If successful in the Sen-
ate a major effort will be made to convince the Governor to live up to his recall election promises to “sweep”
the Capitol clean of the influence of special interests’ big money, and sign the bill. Finally a major campaign
will be to gain passage by the voters. LWVSC members are urged to become involved in this important effort.

League Members Visit Reps. Cox and Niello

At the beginning of each legislative season the LWV California requests local leagues to visit their state rep-
resentatives to exchange views and present the League’s legislative concerns for the upcoming session.
For 2006 the League’s major concerns are redistricting, health care, and the gap between state revenues
and expenses. On January 25 Carol Moon Goldberg, VP, Donna Chipps, Catherine Troka and Tom Swift
visited Senator David Cox and Assemblyman Roger Niello to discuss their views on these three issues and
to determine their legislative priorities.

Regarding redistricting, Senator Cox prefers the legislature to perform this task, that law regarding how re-
districting is done is more important than who does it, and that the law should provide for continuity and eth-
nicity. Mr. Niello prefers the redistricting panel to be as independent of the legislature as possible. He
wants a transparent process so that the voters can see how the lines are drawn and have opportunity to
comment on them during public hearings.

Both the Senator and the Assemblyman favor increasing access to health care using private plans. Mr.
Niello is a supporter of tax advantaged medical savings accounts. In addition, he would like private insur-
ance companies to offer catastrophic health insurance plans with high deductibles. Senator Cox suggested
that expansion of clinics, private and public, would reduce the patient load of expensive hospital emergency
rooms.

To balance the budget both men prefer cutting expenses rather than raising taxes. Senator Cox stated that
low taxes “ensure a good business climate.” Prisons, welfare, and education are large state budget items.
Mr. Cox suggested that an emphasis on rehabilitation for ex-prisoners would save money on prisons and
prisoners, that welfare monies would be reduced if all able-bodied persons are required to work, and to look
closely at education expenses in order to make corrections to them as needed. The Senator also advocates
use of a zero based budget in which analysis of each line item in the budget starts with a zero instead of
starting with the dollar amount used in the prior year’s budget. He believes that infrastructure bonds make
sense if used carefully. He would like to see bond issues that specify what projects will be financed, a trans-
parent process, and accountability as to how those funds are used.

Assemblyman Niello notes that economic growth is helping to close the gap between revenues and ex-
penses in the state budget. He would closely question any increase in spending that is not already man-
dated by law to make sure that any new revenues are not wasted. He is not in favor of increasing tax rates
and creating additional taxes. The Assemblyman is interested in using general obligation bonds to finance
infrastructure but also feels that some portion of the general fund must go to capital improvements.

Both Senator Cox and Assemblyman Niello want to closely examine infrastructure projects to make sure
that money is wisely spent and to make sure that the actual work is done in a cost effective manner. Both
suggest that the environmental regulations governing such projects be streamlined, but not eliminated, so
that projects move forward quickly.

Senator Cox’s legislative priorities focus on improving the economic climate within the State. He also wants
to push forward with levee repair within Sacramento County. Assemblyman Niello’s major issue is infra-
structure. He wants to focus on specific projects, such as construction of roads and levees. He wants to
find better ways to manage capital improvements so that money is not wasted, to re-examine design and
build sequences, and to explore public-private partnerships as a way to reduce costs.

Senator Cox is a member of six Senate committees: Health; Environmental Quality; Banking, Finance and
Insurance; Energy, Utilities and Communication; Local Government; Government Organization. Mr. Niello
is the Republican Whip in the Assembly and a member of three committees: Transportation; Banking and
Finance; Public Employees, Retirement and Social Security.

Dr. Glenna Trochet, who presented the health related significant impacts of our land use and transporta-
tion planning, including the health effect of poor air quality and the health benefits of walkable and bicycle
friendly comminutes.

Dave Mason, Metropolitan Chamber of Commerce, who represented the business and economic devel-
opment perspective with emphasis on the need for roads to move commerce and commuters.

Karen Wilson, Metropolitan Air Quality Management District, who described the challenges of meeting
the federally ma dated air quality standards for the area not in conformity with these standards.

Dr. Beverly Scott, Sacramento Regional Transit District, who spoke of the importance of the MTP and
funding needed to develop a comprehensive and effective public transit system.

Earl Withycombe, a representative of the community, who explained the concerns of community and en-
vironmental interests for better-planned and more public transit, pedestrian, and bicycle user oriented
communities less dependent of the private automobile.

Get Up, Stand Up and Vote
A High School VVoter Education Project

A partnership of the Sacramento Countyis Registrar of Voters, Sacramento City Unified School District, the
California Secretary of State and the League of Women Voters of Sacramento County has been meeting regu-
larly to develop a program for high school seniors in the Sacramento City School District. Committee members
include teachers, students, staff and volunteers. Our goal is to provide students the foundation for life-long
voter participation by providing opportunities for high school seniors to register citizens to vote, to become poll-
workers in county elections, and to participate in voter education programs and mock elections at participating
high schools

This group is meeting as a follow-up to a effort begun at McClatchy High School during the November Special
Election. Students organized a voter registration drive that included an after school rally, government teachers
provided information about the initiative process and presented information about those on the ballot and the
Registrar of Voters office provided the expertise and voting machines for a mock election the week prior to the
Special Election. Donna Chipps presented Pros and Cons to all government classes for one of the teachers.
Sally Leake, a SCSD educational entrepreneur, has been instrumental in getting all of the high schools to par-
ticipate.
